The human body is made up of several
organ systems that all work together as a
unit to make sure the body keeps
functioning. The circulatory system is the
body’s transport system which includes
the: heart, blood vessels (arteries and
veins), the blood itself. The circulatory
system transports oxygen nutrients to all
corners of the body and carries away
byproducts of metabolism. The purpose of
the digestive system is to turn the food you
eat into something useful for the body, i.e.
into protein, vitamins, minerals,
carbohydrates and fats, which the body
needs for  energy, growth and
repair.Theendocrine system is made up of a
collection of glands that regulates,
coordinates, and controls a number of body
functions by secreting chemicals into the
bloodstream. These secretions help control
moods, growth and development, and
metabolism. The muscular system is made
up of muscle tissue that works with the
skeletal system to control movements of
the body. The skeletal system provides the
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shape and form for our bodies in addition
to supporting and protecting our bodies,
allowing bodily movement, producing
blood cells, and storing minerals. The
nervous system is the control center of the
human body. It is made up of the brain,
spinal cord, and nerves.

5.PartsofTeeth

Although humans have 4 different types of
teeth with significant variations in their
external morphology, they all share a
common internal dental anatomy. All
human teeth consist of 3 main layers. The
external and hardest of all layers is the
enamel, underneath of enamel there is
dentin, and at the center of the tooth lies the
softer and live part of the tooth, the pulp. A
basic knowledge of the internal anatomy of
the tooth and its structure is necessary in
order to understand the development of
several dental conditions, their causes and
their treatments. The main parts of tooth
anatomy are Enamel, Dentin, Cementum,
and Pulp. Enamel is the outermost layer of
the tooth structure of the crown, the part of
the tooth that is above the gums. Dental
enamel is the hardest and most mineralized
substance in the human body. Dentin is a
bone-like material that makes up most of
the tooth's structure. It is covered by the
enamel in the crown and by the cementum
in the root area of the tooth. It engulfs and
protects the living part of the tooth, the
pulp tissue.

6.Tooth Infection: Signs and

Symptoms

Common tooth disorders include cavities,
pulpitis, periapical abscess, impacted teeth,
and malocclusion. Fractured, loosened, and
knocked-out teeth are considered urgent
dental problems, as are some toothaches.
Tooth decay, which often leads to
toothache and tooth loss, can be largely
prevented with good oral hygiene, which
helps remove plaque and prevent tartar
buildup. There are 3 types of tooth
infection. They have their own different
characteristics but one thing common about
them is the fact that they can cause so
much pain. The first type of tooth infection
is when the infection is inside your tooth
(the living pulp tissue). This usually results
from severe irritation or tooth decay. Even
antibiotics can't fully help the teeth recover
from this kind of infection. The second
type of tooth infection is when the infection
is located in the bone around the end of the
tooth. This type of tooth infection will
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cause a tooth abscess. The 3rd type of
infection is gum infection. This type of
infection occurs in the gums surrounding
your teeth.

7.TypesofTeeth

Incisorsare the teeth at the center of the
dental arch. The main functions of it in the
mastication process are biting, cutting of
food into chewable pieces and moving it
inwards the mouth.Caninesare the teeth
located next to the incisors towards the
edge of the mouth. They have a sharp
pointed edge that is used to rip and tear
tough foods such as meat. They are the
longest and most stable  human
teeth.Premolarsare the teeth located at the
back of the dental arch. They perform most
of the chewing, by crushing and finalizing
grinding before swallowing the
food.Molarsare the teeth located after the
canines towards the back of the mouth.
Their major role is to begin the crushing of
foods before they are transferred to the
molars for the final grinding.

By practicing good oral hygiene at home
and visiting your dentist, you help to
prevent dental problems and save time and
money. In the process, you can save your
teeth and gums from damage. Preventative
dentistry emphasizes the importance of
ongoing hygiene procedures and daily
practices to prevent tooth decay and other
dental diseases and conditions. Brushing is
one of the most effective methods for
removing harmful plaque from your teeth
and gums. By removing the debris off your
teeth and gums in a timely manner, you
will be able to prevent bacteria in the food
that you eat from turning into harmful,
cavity causing acids. Most dentists agree
that brushing two times a day is the
minimum. Flossing is a method for
removing bacteria and other debris that
cannot be reached with a toothbrush. It
typically requires a thin piece of synthetic
cord you insert and move up and down
between the sides of two adjoining teeth.
By flossing your teeth daily, you increase
the chances of keeping your teeth for a
lifetime and decrease your chance of
having periodontal (gum) disease and tooth
decay. Sugary snacks taste great, but they
aren't so great for your teeth. Foods high in
sugars and starches contribute to the
production of plaque acids that attack tooth
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| | enamel.
